Environmental Dispute Resolution with USIECR

The DON ADR Program has an interagency agreement with the United States Institute for Environmental Conflict Resolution (USIECR).  USIECR is an independent federal agency established to help other agencies use alternative methods to resolve environmental disputes.  The agreement enables the DON to obtain Environmental Conflict Resolution (ECR) services quickly through task orders tailored to meet your command’s needs. USIECR SERVICES AVAILABLE THROUGH

Case Consultation:  

USIECR can assist you in assessing a specific case for possible use of ECR.

Docket Review: 

USIECR can assist you in assessing your command’s case docket for possible ECR candidates.

Skills Training: 

USIECR teaches how to identify possible candidates for ECR.

Conflict Assessment: 

USIECR will discuss a case with all parties to determine whether ECR is appropriate and, if so, will design an ECR process to resolve the environmental dispute.

Convening Services: 

USIECR will assist parties to develop formal agreements to proceed with mediation or other ECR processes.

Neutral Selection Services:  

USIECR helps parties select a mediator or facilitator from its National Roster of Dispute Resolution and Consensus-Building Professionals. The Navy has used neutrals from the USIECR’s roster in the past.

In some cases, the USIECR might use its own staff to provide mediation or facilitation services.

Contract Administration:  

USIECR handles all contracting matters when it secures neutrals for the DON.
