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Naval Facilities Engineering Command, Contractor Partner Receive Three Industry Awards For Naval Medical Center San Diego Construction Project

SAN DIEGO - Naval Facilities Engineering Command Southwest Division (NAVFAC SWDIV) and its civilian contractor recently hit a grand slam in design and contracting awards with recognition from three nationally prominent industry associations. 

NAVFAC and Stronghold Engineering received awards from the Associated General Contractors of America, the Associated Builders and Contractors, and the Design Build Institute of America for excellence in design, construction, and partnership for construction of a Pediatrics Intensive Care Unit (PICU) at the Naval Medical Center San Diego (NMCSD). 

The Associated General Contractors of America awarded their 2005 Marvin M. Black Excellence in Partnering Award for exceptional partnering, teambuilding, communication and conflict resolution strategies on the PICU project. This prestigious annual award honors the project team and stakeholders for using partnering principles and collaborative spirit. 

The Associated Builders and Contractors also honored the PICU project with its National 2004 Excellence in Construction Award for "Healthcare Projects under $5 million" and the National Eagle Award winner recognizing the "best of the best" construction projects nationwide. More than 300 entries were submitted. 

Finally, the Design Build Institute of America also recognized the PICU project with their 2004 Partnership Award. The Partnership Award, presented in conjunction with the Associated Builders and Contractor’s National Eagle award, is awarded to only three National Eagle winners each year. The award recognizes the efficiency of design build projects.

"This is a significant honor to receive recognition for our work from these three prestigious associations," said David Williams, NAVFAC project manager. "This $1.4 million remodel project was completed in 18 months which is half the time of previous intensive care unit projects in both the public and private sector. We completely transformed the Navy Hospital’s existing outdated and bland 34 bed nursing ward into an appealing, colorful, and comforting Pediatric Intensive Care Unit and adjoining Outpatient Clinic," said Williams. 

NMCSD was established in 1917 and is the largest military treatment facility in the United States. The 12,132 square feet renovation created two new areas in the Pediatric Intensive Care Unit and the Pediatric Outpatient Clinic area. The PICU renovation created a six bed ICU with two isolation rooms, one procedure room, a four bed recovery room; four exam rooms; supply storage area; secure medication storage area; two staff offices; a staff lounge, and ICU nurse station support areas.
